You’ve Got the Time During Lent

The season of Lent begins on February 17, on Ash Wednesday. It is a time of preparation for the church to reflect and ponder on our relationship with God. It is a time to ready one’s heart and spirit for Easter. Lent usually means a time to give something up in order to make more room for God in our daily lives.


This year for the season of Lent we are asking the members of Westwood to commit to listening to the Scripture, particularly the New Testament for the 40 day period of Lent. This listening time will be for 28 minutes a day at a time of your choosing, possibly during a time that you have already carved out for a daily devotional.


We will be providing a MP3 disc for every adult, youth and child to take home and use to listen to the New Testament. These discs are provided free of charge through a grant given to the Cooperative Baptist Fellowship and produced by the non-profit ministry, Faith Comes By Hearing. This ministry is dedicated to reach the world’s poor and illiterate people with the Gospel of Jesus Christ.


This journey through Lent will be made more meaningful as the people of Westwood listen to the Scripture together, and as we prepare ourselves and move toward the celebration of Easter. It will bind us together as we listen with our hearts and heads to God’s Word and let ourselves be shaped and formed and transformed by the Holy Spirit as we encounter God each day through the Scripture.


On February 7 and 14, we will be distributing the MP3 discs titled “You’ve Got the Time: A Journey of Biblical Faithfulness” through our Sunday School classes and after our worship services. There are instructions inside the disc holder explaining how to use disc and it includes the 40 day plan for listening to the New Testament.


 I hope you will prayerfully take this opportunity to commit to listening to the Scripture during Lent and use this time to draw closer to God through his Word, and draw closer to each other through sharing your experiences as you listen to the Scripture over these 40 days. I know this time will help you strengthen your devotional life, or give an opportunity for beginning a daily devotional time, if you have not made the time for it before.
